A special theater building was built by Peter Yakovlevich
Pankov. Since then, almost two hundred  years the theater has been located on this very
spot. At the end of the XIX century, the theater, after reconstruction, became famous
throughout Russia. It was about 667 seats. In 1900, the theater celebrated its 150

anniversary. In the first half of XX the theater was given the name Volkov.

Drama Theater named after F.G. Volkov

Drama Theater named after F.G. Volkov is one of the main attraction of Yaroslavl. The modern building of the theater is a
monument of architecture, currently maintained in good condition and is being renovated.
