Perhaps the biggest online social networking drawback is that it makes identity theft easier. In order to create a profile on a social
networking site, you have to share some information about yourself. Many sites allow you to decide how much information to share. Some
give you options to hide information like your e-mail address or birthday -- information that could give unscrupulous people the chance to
send you spam or steal your identity.

The problem is that if you don't share any information, none of your friends will be able to find you on the site. On the other hand, if
you share too much you may discover that someone else is masquerading under your identity. They might even be destroying your credit
rating or attempting to access your e-mail or financial information.

Another danger is that some people use social networking sites to trick people into downloading malicious software (malware). A
common tactic is to use social engineering. For example, you might receive a link from a friend saying that it leads you to a funny video that
you appear in.
